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2011 Rules changes for Motocross and Supercross

Motorcycling Australia (MA) is aware of the need to purchase bikes for the 2011
racing season prior to the release of the 2011 Manual of Motorcycle Sport (MoMS).

As a result MA has decided to release the following rule change prior to the
distribution of the MoMS.

Two changes have been made to Chapter 17 regarding bikes used for competition.
GCR 17.5.1.1b) will (from 1 January 2011) read:

Class Capacity

Lite Up to 250cc (2 or 4 stroke)

Open 255cc and over 4 stroke

250cc and over 2 stroke (2 stroke permitted to
ride one class only)

GCR 17.12.1 will (from 1 January 2011) read:

Class Capacity 2 stroke | Capacity 4 stroke
Pro Lites Up to 250cc Up to 250cc
Pro Open 255cc to 450cc 255cc to 450cc

These changes will come into effect from 1 January 2011, and the completed MoMS
will be placed online at www.ma.org.au/moms once finalised, in addition to being
distributed in December.
