JCP Log books – Rule Interpretation

Please ensure that the following interpretation is required for all riders purchasing a one event competition licence.  It has come to our attention through checking permit reports that the below is not being followed.  We have received the official interpretation that states that for a junior to purchase a one event competition licence, the junior must hold a JCP logbook.  This means that riders who only hold a kickstart book will be ineligible to purchase the one event licence.  Can you please inform your junior members that if they only hold a kickstart book, they need to apply for a JCP logbook with the office before they will be allowed to compete.  The forms are available on the MSA Website.

Mini Demonstration Events

It has come to our attention that some clubs are holding demonstration events for the Mini Class riders with the wrong licences.  For a person to participate in the Mini Class under a competition permit, the rider is required to hold either a Mini Licence for open competition permits, or a Mini Licence or a one event competition licence for a closed to club activity.  Whilst these events are non-competitive by nature, they are still run under a competition permit and due to this the riders must be licenced to suit.  This  means no Recreational Licences can be used.  If you have any queries about this, please let me know.  There are insurance implications if the rider is not correctly licenced.

2010 Calendars

The official calendars are now available on the MSA Website.  The open and closed to club calendars are up.  If your club would like to add dates to the closed to club calendar, please let me know the details and I will add them.  Printed copies of the Open calendar will be available soon.

2010 MSA AGM
