There was a Presidents and Secretaries meetin§Atdvl 8" November. 22 MSA club presidents and
secretaries from various motorcycle racing disogdiattended. It was an informal discussion iiehMSA
President Ilvan Golding and General Manager Rob Baom

A lot of the discussion was airing frustration widlck of information from MSA about the Granite Bél
development. MSA have been keeping planning detaithemselves so as to restrict competition from
other groups seeking government assistance witlitit&z The general feeling from the floor wasithhis
isn't necessary. MSA have submitted a councilrplanrequest to change the land use to a motorcgicke
track. This plan is for a FIM-standard circuit,isseasy to down grade the plan than upgrada thusiness
plan is 3/4 complete, and waiting on EPA informati®nce the first approval is granted, profesdiona
planners will be consulted for the detailed tracHl &cility design.

Draft MA and MSA budget details are available. Mave stated (but not confirmed) that national legen
fees will not go up next year. They expect therstést going down, due to insurance revenue. 0220A
could not get insurance, so MA and the state bamhesributed to their own scheme. This is goingved
that they expect in 10 years it will be self furgliso there will be no insurance fees, and lofte@$ should
be much cheaper. MSA will not be increasing pefe@t or levies. There may be family concessions f
licences. These details should be confirmed byebDwer.
