Classes for 2011 South Oz Road Race Series
Unlimited
A combined class for riders of Production Superbike and 1000cc Superstock machines. Four stroke twins of over 1000cc are eligible.
600cc
A combined class for riders of 600cc Superstock and 600cc Supersport machines. Triple cylinder motors to 675cc and twins up to 750cc are eligible.
Limited
2 Stroke and 4 Stroke multi-cylinder machines up to 400cc, 4 Stroke twins up to 700cc, 2 valve twins up to 750cc and single cylinder machines up to 800cc are eligible. Riders of 125cc GP, 250cc GP and 250cc Production machines are encouraged to participate. Common within the class are Ducati 695cc, Suzuki SV650 and Hyosung 650cc
C20
Motorcycles must be fitted with an original compliance plate indicating that the date of manufacture is before 1st January 2000 and all major components (motor, frame, wheels and brakes) as commonly available within that period. Period 6 as defined in the Motorcycling Australia General Competition Rules is conducted as a sub class.
Junior
A combined class for Junior riders on 160cc 4 Stroke and up to 125cc 2 Stroke machines.

Scoring
Points for the combined machine class and rider grade are scored for the best 3 outright placing over the race meeting, irrespective of the race (e.g. A race with results: First place A Grade rider, Unlimited machine; Second place C Grade rider, 600cc machine; Third place A Grade rider, Limited machine – Points are 25 A Grade Unlimited; 22 C Grade 600cc; 20 A Grade Limited). Handicap and Bracket Racing event results are excluded.

Racing
To maintain flexibility for the promoting clubs, each promoter may conduct their own classes of competition. The point scoring method outlined above ensured that the events provide opportunity for riders to score in different formats of competition.
