Jessica Moore is the 2008 Honda Girl on the Gas!

Western Australian rider Jess Moore has dominated the big Final Showdown of the 2008 Honda Girls on the Gas Competition, winning by the biggest margin ever since the competition started in 2006. 
The event brings all previous seven state winners of the competition together where they all go head to head in four separate categories to see who will be crowned champion for the year. 
Moore proved unstoppable on her KTM 125cc machine, beating home last years winner and event favourite Jacqui Jones by a sizeable margin. 

Jessica Moore, from Kalgoorlie in Western Australia, started her day off with a win in the 'On Bike' Technique sector before backing it up with further wins in the lap time sector and a sensational win in the five lap sprint race. Moore even scored the MXTV holeshot award, collecting herself a bonus point for her efforts. 

A fourth in the public speaking module proved to be Jessica's only weak link in comparison to her otherwise dominant form. A close second place to Jacqui Jones in the shuttle run fitness test made it a walk away victory overall for her on the day. 

"I can't believe how well today went, everything just fell into place," said Moore. 

"Both Jacqui Jones and Melissa Holmes were tough competition but they had dramas in the 5 lap sprint." 

"I have to thank my day Ray Moore who has helped me so much and Lee who has been coaching me now for three years." 

In second place on the day was last year's winner Jacqui Jones. Jacqui put together a terrific bid to retain her crown by winning both the public speaking and fitness sectors while being under the weather with an ear infection. 

Jones finished a credible second to Jessica Moore in the 'On Bike' Technique sector and looked to be a genuine challenge to the 'in form' Western Australian rider. 

A fourth fastest lap time was not what Jones needed, however it was in the 5 lap sprint race where it all came undone for the NSW rider. 

After jumping out of the concrete start gate ahead of her competitors, Jones stalled her Honda CRF250R and had to come from dead last, eventually making it back to fourth place. 

"I'm happy with most of the day," said Jones. "That stall really cost me. I needed to finish right up there with Jess if I was to challenge her for the overall." 

Third overall on the day went to Northern Territory Honda rider Melissa Holmes who borrowed Rebecca Lipsetts Woodstock Thor Honda CRF250R for the event. 

Holmes looked lighting fast in practice but had a first turn crash after coming together with another rider in the 5 lap sprint race, giving her last place points. 

A couple of second placings in the lap time and public speaking sectors put her right back in the mix, but a third and a fourth respectively in the rider technique and fitness categories was enough to challenge for the top two placings. 

"I'm happy with how it went today as I really had no idea about the competitors before we got here," said Holmes. 

"Jacqui Jones did well and Jessica Moore has a big future for sure. I'd like to wish her the best of luck for 2009 with her new Honda sponsorship." 

Travelling from all around Australia were four other girls who all did extremely well throughout the day. 

"I was amazed with the professionalism that these young girls conducted themselves with," said event organiser Lee Hogan. 

Petrina Liemburg from Tasmania finished equal third on points but ended up fourth in a countback, finishing a strong second in the 5 lap sprint race and backing it up with a couple of third placings in the public speaking and lap time categories. 

Young Victorian representative Sarah Stubbs impressed everybody on her new 2009 CRF150R by finishing third in the 5 lap sprint race. The baby of the group at just 12 years of age finished a credible 5th overall, with another third placing in the fitness category being a highlight for the Honda rider. 

Janae Windsor from Queensland made the treck down to Victoria after Queensland state winner Stacey Griffiths was unable to ride due to injury. The 17 year old Windsor performed well on a borrowed Honda CRF250R from Lauren Parsons. 

Janae's strong point on the day was a solid fourth place in the fitness category while backing it up with a couple of fifth placings in the 5 lap sprint race and public speaking module. 

South Australian representative Casuarina Smith performed extremely well considering this is her first full year of competition.
