Round one of the South Australian Road Race series was run and won at Mac Park over the April 2-3 weekend. God smiled upon the racers, keeping the rain at bay in town and leaving the track dry for a perfect weekend. Solid numbers contested every class, including an overflow of riders in the ever-popular Bracket racing.
Such a packed pit lane provided some hotly contested racing over the two days. The Steve Martin Cup class, which incorporated Unlimited and A & B Grade classes, was tight all weekend with Steve Leach taking the overall honours over an in-form Adam Christie, while Graham Snaith took third. Local Dave Trotter ran up-front with the leaders each race aboard his Suzuki GSXR600, setting a new 600cc lap record in the process, but it wasn’t quite enough to score a spot on the podium overall.

The Reece Bancell Trophy (C & D Grade) races were very much a one-sided affair with ASBK rider Daniel Falzon leading each race by a notable margin, while Chris Collins gave chase to take second and Brad Harris rounded out the podium. The Limited class was taken out by youngster Hudson Pitt, while the newly developed 20th Century class was won by Andy Baird.
With such a successful first meeting under our belts it may be hard to top, but if the program for the second round is anything to go by, we might be in for a treat! The second round will be held over the Easter long weekend of April 23-24 at Mac Park. The set series classes mentioned above will all be taking place as usual, while two other series will be run in unison over the meeting. The first is round two of the BEARS National Challenge, showing off some of the best British, European and American race bikes in the country. Also taking place is the first round of the MRRDA junior series, which brings a number of junior classes to the party and is a great spectacle for any parents keen to get their children out on track.
The major race for the weekend is the 12-lap Easter Cup, along with the Consolation Cup for the riders missing out on the main race. Also a highlight is the eight-lap RD Cup race, specifically for the Yamaha RD250/350LC class which always provides bulging grids and close racing.
Along with this jam-packed weekend of racing, a Race Coaching day will be held on the Thursday beforehand along with the usual Friday Practice Day between 9am-4pm, giving racers invaluable pre-race preparation time for the meeting.

Racing gets underway at 1pm on Saturday, so don’t miss out on what promises to be a huge weekend showcasing some of Australia’s best talent.
