HEAD: EASTER CUP FULL OF EXCITEMENT
Over the Easter long weekend, Mac Park played host to round two of the South Oz Road Race Series. Built up to be one of the biggest rounds of the year, the Easter Cup also incorporates round two of the BEARS National Challenge and round one of the MRRDA Series. The usual classes were still run, along with the annual Shannon’s Easter Cup Race and the RD Feature Race.
The Unlimited class was lead by regular Brendan Greene, storming home with three straight wins. Collins and Lynch followed close behind with second and third respectively.
The 600cc class was tightly contested over the three races, with local David Trotter coming out on top. Shane Ingram placed second overall, while David’s father Darren Trotter took home third. The main Easter Cup race was 12 laps of intense racing action at its best, with youngster Daniel Falzon taking the chequered flag. David Trotter was in serious contention for a podium spot, but unfortunately crashed out, leaving second place for Brendan Greene, then his father, Darren Trotter, in third.

The Limited class was won in a clean sweep by Hudson Pitt aboard his Honda RS125. Tim Podt and James Fruin followed close behind to take out second and third respectively. Pitt and Fruin also competed in the 125/250cc class, chopping and changing over four races to end up with a tie on 94 points each overall.
The C20 class was once again run with great success, fielding a solid grid and fast lap times. Graeme Williams took all three race wins, while Steven Taylor just edged over Richard Collin by two points to take out second.

After missing out in the first round, Period 4 & 5 racing was back with over ten Yamaha LCs lining up on the grid. Period 5 Unlimited was taken out by Shane Zakelj, Period 5 250cc by Neil Chadwick and Period 4 by Chris Pash. The RD Feature Race, eight laps of tight times and dangerous dicing, was just won by Neil Chadwick – Jamie Smith finishing only 0.4secs behind.
Now the year is starting to heat up and front-runners are emerging, round three of the series on 28-29 May at Mallala Raceway should be a cracker. As it’s run by the Café Racer Club, Reece Bancell Trophy and Steve Martin Cup points will be up for grabs. Also being the first round of the year held in metropolitan Adelaide, a large number of entries and a decent crowd will be expected. Bracket racing will be on offer too, so there’s no excuse not to hit the track this month!
