The ACP offers financial assistance to support 
grass root South Australian not-for-profit, 
community-based active recreation and sporting 
organisations to develop and expand the services 
they provide, thereby increasing the community's 
access to quality active recreation and sport 
activities and facilities. 
The ACP was established under the provisions of 
the Gaming Machine (Miscellaneous) Amendment 
Act, 1996, and utilises funds set aside from 
gaming machine revenue. 
To date, there have been 25 funding rounds of the 
ACP, allocating over 5500 grants totaling over $22 
million.  
More than $2.3 million is distributed through the 
ACP over two funding rounds each year. This 
round will be the second round for the 2008-09 
financial year.
